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For three decades, Mary’s Center has pioneered culturally 
relevant healthcare and social services. Their Social Change 
Model consolidates medical, dental, behavioral health, 
education, and social support. Delta Dental's backing will 
facilitate hiring a Digital Denture Dental Assistant, renovat-
ing dental suites, and acquiring digital x-ray equipment. This 
investment aligns with Mary’s Center's goal to elevate care 
quality, fostering the well-being, stability, and economic 
independence of vulnerable individuals and families.
